1. Presentation Title:   	A Sustainable Environment to Help High School Dropouts:  LEED-Certified Career Tech Produces Award-Winning Results through High School Dropout Recovery Program

Presentation  Description

We’ve all seen the chilling result when a student drops out of high school.  There is a direct impact to the student, their family, the community and economy in which the student lives.  Data shows these impacts can last a lifetime; even affecting future generations.  Facing a high school dropout rate averaging 50% in Oklahoma City, administrators at Metro Technology Centers were inspired by the work of education pioneer Bill Milliken; author of the book, The Last Dropout.  

Winning numerous awards in 2010 and 2011 for Innovation, Quality, LEED Design and Construction; Metro Technology Centers partnered with its community to fund and create a healthy high school environment that provides extensive resources for each student.  

The results are dramatic.  Metro Career Academy graduates have options for their future.  In addition to a high school diploma, every student earns a career certification and is prepared to enter college.  Hear from a student in this program, and be inspired by her experience.  Learn how visionary educators partnered with education, business and community leaders to create a facility and a support system for young adults, parents and members of the community.
